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The purpose of this letter is to provide you an opportunity to participate in an on-site investigation of a potential wetland violation.  According to the wetland conservation provisions of the Food Security Act of 1985, as amended, USDA program participants agree to not produce agricultural commodities on converted wetlands or convert wetlands to enable or enhance agricultural commodity crop production.  Compliance with the wetland conservation provisions is a condition of eligibility for most USDA program benefits.
NRCS has identified that a potential violation of the wetland conservation provisions exists on Tract <enter tract number> in <enter location information>, and the approximate location of the potential violation is indicated on the attached map.  Our records indicate that you have not already participated in a site visit with NRCS to discuss this potential violation.
