If you are unable to provide the requested information, please contact the office to determine appropriate corrective action to avoid contract violation.  If NRCS determines that the information you provide does not support your limited-resource farmer or rancher status, your contract may be in violation and subject to either of the following:  

· A modification and return of overpayments

· Your contract may be terminated.  Recovery of cost may apply.
